At a
time when much of rural Utah is reinventing itself, Crossroads offers small communities a chance to
look at our paths over the past century — to highlight the changes that affected our fortunes,
explore how we’ve adapted, and think about what's next.

Each additional person, family,
and group has created daily changes, large and small, that impacted our community. Visitors are
invited to examine our past and define the influence we can have on our future.
